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Probable hydrogen river observed flowing through space

Astronomers from West Virginia University have spotted what could be a hydrogen river floating through space. Galaxies have different shapes, and
more than half of the known galaxies have a spiral form. In fact, the Milky Way has a barred spiral shape, which means it has a central bar-shaped
structure composed of stars. Spiral galaxies tend to keep a steady pace of star formation, which can be slow or active.
